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Final Results of the National Exit Poll 2004 for the Second Round of the Presidential Election in Ukraine:

Viktor Yushchenko – 53.0%, Viktor Yanukovych – 44.0%, against both – 2.8%.

The difference in votes received by V. Yushchenko and V. Yanukovych amounted to 9%, or nearly 2,746,000 votes.

The difference in the data of the CEC and the results of the exit poll as to the votes collected by the candidates is nearly 12%, or more than 3.5 million votes.

The final data are grounded on all the original surveys of interviewers on the spot and weighting of the results of data received by the CEC on voter turnout in different oblasts.

On November 21, 2004, during the second round of the Presidential Election in Ukraine members of the National Exit Poll 2004 Consortium – the Kyiv International Institute of Sociology and the Razumkov Center – conducted the poll in which 28,363 respondents were surveyed at 460 polling stations. The margin of error was around 2%, while the level of accessibility was 79% 

Polling was conducted using a method known as anonymous surveying, when a voter fills out with their hand a small questionnaire and tosses it into a box. This way even the surveyor (interviewer) cannot see the respondent’s answers. The consortium feels that this is the method closest to the procedure of secret balloting, which made the polling effective by lowering the fear factor in taking part in the polling and truthfully responding whom they voted for.

Polling was conducted under the supervision of international experts, who are representatives of the most authoritative sociological organizations of Russia and Poland. They are the Yuriy Levada Analytical Center, the Institute of Comparative Social Research (Moscow) and the PBS company (Warsaw-Sopot).

The deviation between the CEC data and the results of the exit poll concerning the number of votes the candidates collected is nearly 12%, or more than 3.5 million votes. The results [of the voting] are 5.5% in favor of Yanukovych (nearly 1,600,000 votes) and –6.4% in favor of Yushchenko (nearly 1,900,000 votes).

On the regional outlook, the most significant deviations between the results of the CEC and the exit poll data were observed in the West-Central and East-Central regions.

Based on socio-demographic indicators, Viktor Yushchenko has significantly greater support among the youth, while Viktor Yanukovych has similar support among the elderly population. From the compiled indicators by the age of the candidates’ electorates, Yanukovych has greater support among the female electorate (that is in general older), while Yushchenko is more popular among men.
